5th Grade Wax Museum 

This year, you will be completing your research project on an influential individual who has positively contributed to American society.  The culminating activity will be your “live” wax museum presentation for the school on Friday, March 10th.  Boys will be assigned famous men, and girls will be assigned famous women.  You will need to gather 3-5 important areas of information about your historical figure.  Some sources of information about your person are: library books, the internet, textbooks, and encyclopedias.  For your note cards/research, you will be required to cite a minimum of three resources.  The final draft will include the 3-5 areas of interest, introduction, conclusion, and citations page.
After you have completed your research and its required paper, you will condense that into a short, 1 minute speech about the most important accomplishments/leadership traits of your famous person and their effect on American history.  Your speech will be in first person and should begin with, “Hello, my name is…”.  While writing your speech, keep in mind that the details of your person’s death are not important.  Their life achievements, contributions to society, and how they were a leader are the main focus.


The day of the wax museum, you will present your speech and dress as your famous American for your audience of students, teachers, friends, and parents.   While doing your research, you will need to pay close attention to how people dressed during the period of history specific to your individual.  Keep in mind that costume accuracy can be achieved simply.  Do NOT spend a lot of money on your costume.  You may have one prop; however no guns or swords are allowed.
